The month of June is upon us, when we, the Florida District, are
afforded the opportunity and responsibility of hosting our
Unitarian Universalist Association of Congregations (UUA)
General Assembly (GA) in Ft. Lauderdale, June 25-29. | look
forward to being with you this year, especially because | was not
able to attend the District Annual Meeting in April. For those of
you have been to a GA you know what an exhilarating and
wonderful experience it is. For the first-timers you will find
much to do and learn during our UU days together. This month |
am writing about something I touched upon in the lengthy report
which can be found on the District website, written after |
returned from the April UUA Board of Trustees meeting: a new
DVD, “Listening to Experience”, produced by the District
Services Staff Growth Team.

This recently-completed DVD captures the wisdom and
experience of twelve ministers from some of the fastest growing
UU congregations in our nation who gathered for three days in
November 2007 to talk about how to increase the number of
Unitarian Universalists in the world. Five thousand copies have
been produced, and are being distributed, along with a letter
from Rev. Bill Sinkford, UUA President, to UU ministers,
seminarians, theological school professors and instructors, and
hundreds of key lay and professional leaders throughout the
Association. During the conversation among these ministers,
they responded to questions posed by the Rev. Alice Mann of
the Alban Institute which included:

e What is the saving message of your congregation?

¢ How does your congregation help people move inward
and outward on their spiritual journey, and how does
this relate to congregational growth?

e What institutional, organizational, and practical nuts
and bolts need to exist in order for a congregation go
grow and keep growing?

e What are the obstacles or roadblocks to growth?

This is an excellent DVD for ministers and lay leaders to watch
together over several meetings and benefit from the wisdom of
these ministers. A list of questions to discuss, the same ones that
served as the basis for the conversation in November, is included
in the packaging, as are the names of the participating ministers.

Congratulations At our May congregational meeting, we
decided to take a leap of faith together. We voted to move
forward with a building and capital campaign; to hire a
professional to guide us through the process; to move forward on
a particular idea, and to accept a plan for our property that was
drawn up for us about 6 years ago. Whew!

Dave Rickert, the UUA consultant who conducted a preliminary
assessment visit in regard to our plans for our church, has been
hired to help us prepare, plan and execute the capital campaign
to add lifespan religious education space to our property. Dave’s
report is posted on our website; it outlines the general path we
will be taking over the coming year.

We adopted an Architectural Program Statement. This statement
is our bare bones ideas about what we want to do with the
building. The statement is also posted on the UUCT website.

And we voted to accept the general site plan that was developed
for UUCT by Holmes Hepner Architects, who we contracted
with back in 2000-2002 to develop a master plan for the layout
and settings of any future buildings. The site plan can also be
viewed on our web site.

These momentous decisions were made in the space of a few
short hours, after months, even years, of discussion and
planning. Expect to see more information about the building
plan and capital campaign over the next twelve months. |
encourage everyone to acquaint themselves with the documents
on our church web site (www.uutampa.org — under the
Campaign link) and get ready to see real progress on the
cramped and inadequate space we now use for religious
education.

Having established
what is most important to us — being a center for liberal religious
education — we are now moving forward to make that vision a
reality.

Order of Service | partner with Rev. Sara Zimmerman or our
guest presenter to design the order of service for Sunday
mornings. Announcements for the order of service are due by
10:00AM on Thursdays, and can be emailed to
info@uutampa.org, phoned into the office (988-8188), or placed
in the Announcements mailbox. They must be directly related to
church activities and include the following: basic information
(time, date, place, etc.), a brief description, and contact
information for further information. If you want to make a
special announcement (verbal) on Sunday, please contact Rev.
Sara or myself if she has the Sunday off. Announcements may
be edited for length and clarity.

Calendaring | am responsible for scheduling all
events at the church and updating the paper
calendars and web calendars. If you would like to
schedule an event at the church, please follow the
steps below:

1. Check either the web calendar at
www.uutampa.org/Calendar.htm or the paper calendar on
the wall in the office to determine if the church is
available. (Online calendar — check the location box to
determine if the building is in use. If there is no location
listed, the event is in the large dome. Paper calendar — the
color indicates the location of an event. A key to the code
is above the calendar.)

2. Fill out a calendar request slip located below the paper
calendar in the office. (Do NOT submit the form without
ALL of the information filled in. It is your responsibility
to find someone to open and close the building for you if
you do not have a key. | will be happy to provide you with
contact information for key holders.) Place it in the
Completed Calendar Requests pocket next to the blank
forms.

3. 1 will confirm your reservation by phone or email. Please
NOTE: the reservation is not finalized until it is listed on
the paper calendar in the office. Please do NOT write on
the calendar in the office.

Please note that the above steps are for events occurring at the
church. If there is an event that is UU-related, but is not
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occurring at the church (such as Winter Pride, General
Assembly, H.O.P.E. Nehemiah Action, Friendship Dinners,
etc.), you may still have it listed on the web calendar and on the
Community Calendars posted on the office door; however, for
clarity reasons it will not be listed on the paper calendar in the
office. (To get something listed on the community calendar,
email or phone the pertinent information to the office.)

Directory and Servant Keeper The UUCT church directory is
available in the office for church members and friends. The
directory is a pre-formatted report available from the database
program Servant Keeper. Due to the complexity of this program
and its link to the pledge records, it is not possible to list couples
with different last names separately without printing an
“individual” directory instead of a family directory. This would
cause every person (including children) to be listed separately
(approximately 46 pages). | have discussed this with a Servant
Keeper representative and they are considering including this
feature in the next software update (date unknown). If your
contact information changes, please inform me by email, phone,
or leave a note in my mailbox.

Please avoid...

e Leaving items on my desk without a note. This happens
quite frequently and is rather frustrating. If it isn’t explicitly
clear what it is, whose it is, or what needs to be done with it,
it goes in the garbage.

e “Dropping in” for more than 10 minutes. If you need more
of my time I’m happy to give it to you, but please call for an
appointment. | only have 8 paid hours per week (9am-1pm
Tues/Thurs) and often have trouble getting everything done
in the allotted time.

e Asking me about your pledge. I don’t have access to that
information. This question should be directed to Pledge
Secretary, Joyce Formica.

o Putting things up on the bulletin board. This is part of the
office administrator’s job and is shared with the aesthetics
committee. Please see the aesthetics committee article for
more information.

etc.? Currently, they are located on the bulletin
board in the hallway. The Aesthetics committee is
considering placing them in a binder below the
bulletin board.

¢ ...congregational mailings and the district packet
from the UUA? In a blue binder next to the
computer monitor on the desk in the office.

e ...copies of news briefs and articles submitted to
newspapers? In a black binder next to the computer monitor
on the desk.

e ...the lost and found? In the mailroom. There is a mailbox
for small items. Large items are in a box on the floor. It’s
currently overflowing. If you lost it and we found it, please
come claim it!
