September is an important month in our congregational lives.
Often it is the time we look forward to a new church year,
initiating new activities and programs. In the past | have written
about the Partner Church Council and the International
Association for Religious Freedom (IARF), part of our work as
U*Us on the international scene. This month | hope to interest
you and your congregation in the work of the International
Council of Unitarians and Universalists (ICUU).

ICUU is a network of Unitarian, Universalist and Unitarian
Universalist organizations. Member groups come from 23
countries. This organization of Unitarian and Universalist
societies from around the world seeks to strengthen the
worldwide network of Unitarian, Universalist, and U*U
organizations. About a dozen years old, the ICUU has met every
two years around the world to experience specific programs
designed to foster and nurture better international understanding
among all members of the global community. The organization
is growing steadily and members include national organizations
such as the UUA and the Canadian Unitarian Council (CUC). In
addition to these two North American organizations, many North
Americans are aware of the Transylvanian Unitarian Church, the
General Assembly of Unitarian and Free Christian Churches in
Britain, and the Religious Society of Czech Unitarians.

The member groups of the International Council of Unitarians
and Universalists, affirm their belief in religious community
based on: liberty of conscience and individual thought in matters
of faith, the inherent worth and dignity of every person, justice
and compassion in human relations, responsible steward ship of
the earth’s living system, and commitment to democratic
principles.

This coming November the biennial meeting of the International
Council of Unitarians and Universalists will bring together
congregations and groups from all over the world - from North
East India, Philippines, Canada, Romania, Germany, United
Kingdom, Indonesia, Africa, South America, United States, and
more. The purpose of the meeting will be to conduct the
business of the ICUU member groups. And there will be much
more: special religious celebrations, services, sharing,
discussion, cultural events, and workshops.

Our congregations are local liberal religious communities; our
communities are linked to other liberal religious communities
around the world. I hope your congregation will choose to
discover the connections and the relationships and add
dimension, vision, and quality to your congregation by
becoming a member of the ICUU. Contact me for further
information, your questions, and concerns: jlund@uua.org.

Each month we receive and discuss reports from the Minister,
Director of Religious Education, Treasurer, and Board /
Committee Liaisons.

At the July meeting, the Board agreed to set up a web link with
Vanco, the company that handles electronic funds transactions
(ETF) for the church. This will allow people to make on-line
entries for pledges and contributions, and will be used for
Miracle Sunday and church auctions.

The Board reviewed another draft of the proposed Safety Policy
for Religious Education and, as of this writing, was expected to
approve the final version of the policy at the August meeting.
Thanks to Ralph Lehman who prepared and edited this very
detailed document.

The UUA asks the interim minister and church leadership to
complete a six-month and a final report for the Interim year.
The Board approved the final Leadership Interim Ministry
Report, which was submitted to the UUA, and we accepted Rev.
Liz Brown’s report. Both reports, which were quite positive,
addressed the successes and challenges of the past year.

Because of career commitments, Mark Henneberry resigned
from the Board. Mark, we appreciate your contributions and
will miss you. The Board voted to appoint Kathy Hunter to serve
the remaining year of Mark’s term. Welcome aboard, Kathy!

We are sad to report that Nadya Hand, our Choir Director, has
resigned and plans to move to Seattle. Dan Miller agreed to
serve as Interim Choir Director and we have plans to organize a
Music Committee.

Sunday, September 16™ at 3:00pm: Blind Willie James and
David Lee Maxwell -- $10. Blind Willie James, originally from
Live Oak in Northern Florida, was born blind and orphaned at an
early age. He began playing the piano when he was a student at
the Florida School for the Blind in St. Augustine, where one of
his classmates was Ray Charles. Over the years, he has
collaborated with a variety of musicians, including the late
Diamond Tooth Mary McClain with whom he appeared several
times at the Florida Folk Festival. In the early 90s, the two
appeared at Carnegie Hall. For a short time, he was also a
member of The Blind Boys of Alabama.

The 74 year-old Willie learned to sing by oral tradition, and
learned to play the piano by ear. Immersed in the traditional
Black Gospel music indigenous to the backwoods of Northern
Florida, his music exemplifies the blurring of lines between
gospel and blues. In 1999, he received the prestigious Florida
Folk Heritage Award from the Governor. Although he is getting
on up in years, Willie still has much to offer. He is an
entertainer extraordinaire! With David Lee Maxwell as his
sidekick, we can all look forward to joining the two in a rousing
version of When the Saints Go Marching-HWillie-style!
